The Los Glaciares National Park is an area of exceptional natural
beauty, with rugged, towering mountains and numerous glacial
lakes, including Lake Argentino, which is 160 km long. At its farthest
end, three glaciers meet to dump their effluvia into the milky grey
glacial water, launching massive igloo icebergs into the lake with
thunderous splashes.

El Parque Nacional de Los Glaciares es un area de belleza excepcional, con imponentes montafias
escarpadas y numerosos lagos de glaciares, incluyendo el Lago Argentino, el cual tiene 160
kilbmetros de largo. En su extremo, tres glaciares convergen para vaciar sus afluentes en las gélidas
aguas color gris perlado, dejando caer al lago enormes icebergs con gran estruendo.

The National Park of Los Glaciares is an exceptional beauty area, which contents impressive
precipitous mountains and many lakes, including the Lago Argentino, which is about 160 kilometres
long. Tree glaciers join each other by one of their side, flowing their affluents to the icy green pearl
colour water, making fall over to the lake huge icebergs which causes a big crash.

The semicircular waterfall at the heart of this site is some 80 m high and 2,700 m in
diameter and is situated on a basaltic line spanning the border between Argentina
and Brazil. Made up of many cascades producing vast sprays of water, it is one of
the most spectacular waterfalls in the world. The surrounding subtropical rainforest
has over 2,000 species of vascular plants and is home to the typical wildlife of the
region: tapirs, giant anteaters, howler monkeys, ocelots, jaguars and caymans.

Cueva de las Manos, Rio Pinturas, contains an exceptional assemblage of
cave art, executed between 13,000 and 9,500 years ago. It takes its name
(Cave of the Hands) from the stencilled outlines of human hands in the cave,
but there are also many depictions of animals, such as guanacos (Lama
guanicoe), which are still common in the region, as well as hunting scenes.
The people who were responsible for the paintings may have been the
ancestors of the historic hunter-gatherer communities of Patagonia found by
European settlers in the 19th century.

Quebrada de Humahuaca follows the line of a major cultural route, the
Camino Inca, along the spectacular valley of the Rio Grande, from its
source in the cold high desert plateau of the High Andean lands to its
confluence with the Rio Leone some 150 km to the south. The valley shows
substantial evidence of its use as a major trade route over the past 10,000
years. It features visible traces of prehistoric hunter-gatherer communities,
of the Inca Empire (15th to 16th centuries) and of the fight for
independence in the 19th and 20th centuries.

Humberstone and Santa Laura works contain over 200 former
saltpeter works where workers from Chile, Peru and Bolivia lived in
company towns and forged a distinctive communal pampinos culture.
That culture is manifest in their rich language, creativity, and
solidarity, and, above all, in their pioneering struggle for social
justice, which had a profound impact on social history. Situated in the
remote desert Pampa, one of the driest deserts on earth, thousands
of pampinos lived and worked in this hostile environment, for over 60
years, from 1880, to process the largest deposit of saltpeter in the
world, producing the fertilizer sodium nitrate that was to transform agricultural lands in North and
South America, and in Europe, and produce great wealth for Chile. Because of the vulnerability of the
structures and because of the impact of a recent earthquake, the site was also placed on the List of
World Heritage in Danger, to help mobilize resources for its conservation.

Along its route formal squares of irregular
shape with ornamental trees and plants constituted the main public spaces or squares of the town. Off
the central staircase, paths ran along the contours leading to smaller squares and secondary
staircases linking the town’s different levels. The buildings lining the streets are timber, often painted in
vivid green, yellow, red and blue. Designed in the U.S.A., most of them were built on a 19th century
American model, but the design of the Industrial School (1936), for example, is of modernist
inspiration. Sewell is the only mountain industrial mining settlement of considerable size of the 20th
century to have been built for year-round use.

This vast marine park, the largest no-fishing zone in
the Eastern Tropical Pacific, provides a critical habitat for
internationally threatened marine species, and is a major source of
nutrients resulting in large aggregations of marine biodiversity. It is in
particular a ‘reservoir' for sharks, giant grouper and billfish and is
one of the few places in the world where sightings of the short-nosed
ragged-toothed shark, a deepwater shark, have been confirmed.
Widely recognized as one of the top diving sites in the world, due to the presence of steep walls and
caves of outstanding natural beauty, these deep waters support important populations of large
predators and pelagic species (e.g. aggregations of over 200 hammerhead sharks and over 1,000
silky sharks, whale sharks and tuna have been recorded) in an undisturbed environment where they
maintain natural behavioural patterns.

One of the first seven villages founded by the Spaniards in Cuba, Camaguey played a prominent role
as the urban centre of an inland territory dedicated to cattle breeding and the sugar industry. Settled in
its current location in 1528, the town developed on the basis of an irregular urban pattern that contains
a system of large and minor squares, serpentine streets, alleys and irregular urban blocks, highly
exceptional for Latin American colonial towns located in plain territories. The 54 ha Historic Centre of
Camaguey constitutes an exceptional example of a traditional urban settlement relatively isolated from
main trade routes. The Spanish colonizers followed medieval European influences in terms of urban
layout and traditional construction techniques brought to the Americas by their masons and
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construction masters. The property reflects the influence of numerous styles through the ages:
neoclassical, eclectic, Art Deco, Neo-colonial as well as some Art Nouveau and rationalism.

Las colonias espafiolas estaban
sometidas a las influencias urbanas medievales europeas, visibles en el trazado urbano, asi como las
técnicas constructivas tradicionales traidas a América por los primeros albafiiles y maestros
constructores. El sitio refleja la influencia de numerosos estilos a lo largo del tiempo y de su
desarrollo: neoclasico, ecléctico, Art Deco, neocolonial y, en menor medida, Art Nouveau y
racionalismo.

These 14 monasteries stand on the slopes of Popocatepetl, to the south-east
of Mexico City. They are in an excellent state of conservation and are good
examples of the architectural style adopted by the first missionaries -
Franciscans, Dominicans and Augustinians - who converted the indigenous
populations to Christianity in the early 16th century. They also exemplify a
new architectural concept according to which open spaces acquired a
newfound significance. This model had an influence over the entire Mexican
territory, and sometimes even beyond its borders.

The Hospicio Cabafias was built at the beginning of the 19th century
to provide care and shelter for the disadvantaged - orphans, old
people, the handicapped and chronic invalids. This remarkable
complex, which incorporates several unusual features designed
specifically to meet the needs of its occupants, was unique for its
time. It is also notable for the harmonious relationship between the
open and built spaces, the simplicity of its design, and its size. In the
early 20th century, the chapel was decorated with a superb series of
murals, now considered some of the masterpieces of Mexican art.

They are the work of José Clemente Orozco, one of the greatest Mexican muralists of the period.

Built in 1948, the House and Studio of architect Luis Barragan in the suburb of
Mexico City represents an outstanding example of the architect’s creative work in
the post-Second World War period. The concrete building, totalling 1161-m2,
consists of a ground floor and two upper stories, as well as a small private
garden. Barragan’s work integrated modern and traditional artistic and vernacular
currents and elements into a new synthesis, which has been greatly influential,
especially in the contemporary design of gardens, plazas, and landscapes.

A 34,658 ha site, between the foothills of the Tequila Volcano and
the deep valley of the Rio Grande River, is part of an expansive
landscape of blue agave, shaped by the culture of the plant which
has been used since the 16th century to produce tequila spirit and
over at least 2,000 years to make fermented drinks and cloth. Within
the landscape are working distilleries reflecting the growth in the
international consumption of tequila in the 19th and 20th centuries.
Today, the agave culture is seen as part of national identity. The
area encloses a living, working landscape of blue agave fields and
the urban settlements of Tequila, Arenal, and Amatitan with large distilleries where the agave
‘pineapple’ is fermented and distilled. The listed property includes fields, distilleries and factories (both
active and not), tabernas (distilleries that were illegal under Spanish rule), towns and Teuchitlan
archaeological sites. The property numbers numerous haciendas, or estates, some of which date back
to the 18th century. The architecture of both factories and haciendas is characterized by brick and
adobe construction, plastered walls with ochre lime-wash, stone arches, quoins and window
dressings, and formal, neo-classical or baroque ornamentation. It reflects both the fusion of pre-
Hispanic traditions of fermenting mescal juice with the European distillation processes and of local
technologies and those imported from Europe and the U.S.A. The property also covers archaeological
sites which bear testimony to the Teuchitlan culture which shaped the Tequila area from 200 to 900
A.D., notably through the creation of terraces for agriculture, housing, temples, ceremonial mounds
and ball courts.

El lugar de 34,658 Ha, situado entre las faldas del Volcan Tequila y el profundo valle de Rio Grande,
es parte de un paisaje creciente de agave azul, formado por la cultura de la planta que ha sido usada
desde el siglo 16" para producir el tequila y al menos desde hace 2,000 afios para hacer bebidas
fermentadas y textiles.

The ensemble of buildings, sports facilities and open spaces of the
Central University City Campus of the Universidad Nacional
Autonoma de México (UNAM), was built from 1949 to 1952 by more
than 60 architects, engineers and artists who were involved in the
project. As a result, the campus constitutes a unique example of
e 20th-century modernism integrating urbanism, architecture,

2= SRS SRS engineering, landscape design and fine arts with references to locall
trad|t|ons especially to Mexico’s pre-Hispanic past. The ensemble embodies social and cultural values
of universal significance and is one of the most significant icons of modernity in Latin America.

Outstanding Universal Value

The Central University City Campus of UNAM bears testimony to the modernization of post-
revolutionary Mexico in the framework of universal ideals and values related to access to education,
improvement of quality of life, integral intellectual and physical education and integration between
urbanism, architecture and fine arts. It is a collective work, where more than sixty architects, engineers
and artists worked together to create the spaces and facilities apt to contribute to the progress of
humankind through education.

The urbanism and architecture of the Central University City Campus of UNAM constitute an
outstanding example of the application of the principles of 20th Century modernism merged with
features stemming from pre-Hispanic Mexican tradition. The ensemble became one of the most
significant icons of modern urbanism and architecture in Latin America, recognized at universal level.

Criterion (i): The Central University City Campus of UNAM constitutes a unique example in the 20th
century where more than sixty professionals worked together, in the framework of a master plan, to
create an urban architectural ensemble that bears testimony to social and cultural values of universal
significance.

Criterion (ii): The most important trends of architectural thinking from the 20th century converge in the
Central University City Campus of UNAM: modern architecture, historicist regionalism, and plastic
integration; the last two of Mexican origin.

Criterion (iv): The Central University City Campus of UNAM is one of the few models around the world
where the principles proposed by Modern Architecture and Urbanism were totally applied; the ultimate
purpose of which was to offer man a notable improvement in the quality of life.

Since all the fundamental physical components of the original ensemble remain and no major changes
have been introduced, the property satisfies the required conditions of integrity and authenticity. The
campus conserves unaltered its essential physical components: urban design, buildings, open spaces,
circulation system and parking areas, landscape design and works of art. . Functions have not
changed over time. The existing physical components therefore express the historic, cultural and
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social values of the ensemble, and its authenticity of design, materials, substance, workmanship and
functions.

At the national level, the Central University City Campus of UNAM was listed as a National Artistic
Monument in July 2005, in the framework of the Federal Law on Archaeological, Artistic and Historic
Monuments and Zones. At the local level, the UNAM Campus and the Olympic stadium are defined as
heritage conservation zones in the framework of the District Programme for Urban Development
(1997) of Coyoacan Delegation, one of the administrative units of Mexico City. Since the University is
an autonomous organization, it has its own offices in charge of maintenance and conservation of the
campus. Among them, the Governing Plan for University City (1993) rules the future growth of the
University facilities, uses of land and maintenance of the campus. The Integral Plan for the University
City (2005) constitutes the current management plan for the campus. The physical components are in
a good state of conservation, and the process of ageing is controlled by means of plans of
maintenance and preservation of both free and constructed spaces. The Office for Special Projects of
UNAM developed and implements the Integral Plan for the University City (September 2005). With the
aim of implementing and monitoring the Plan, the University will create the University City
Management Programme (PROMACU).

Breve description

(PROMACVU).

Moreover, almost all major oceanographic processes occurring in the planet’'s oceans
are present in the property, giving it extraordinary importance for the study of marine and coastal
processes. These processes are indeed supporting the high marine productivity and biodiversity
richness that characterize the Gulf of California.

Criterion (vii): The serial property is of striking natural beauty and provides a dramatic setting due to
the rugged forms of the islands, with high cliffs and sandy beaches contrasting with the brilliant
reflection from the desert and the surrounding turquoise waters. The diversity of forms and colours is
complemented by a wealth of birds and marine life. The diversity and abundance of marine life
associated to spectacular submarine forms and high water transparency makes the property a diver’s
paradise.

Criterion (x): The diversity of terrestrial and marine life is extraordinary and constitutes a unique
ecoregion of high priority for biodiversity conservation. The number of species of vascular plants (695)
present in this serial property is higher than that reported in other marine and insular properties
included in the WH List.

Located in the arid Peruvian coastal plain, some 400 km south of
Lima, the geoglyphs of Nasca and the pampas of Jumana cover
about 450 sqg. km. These lines, which were scratched on the surface
of the ground between 500 B.C. and A.D. 500, are among
archaeology's greatest enigmas because of their quantity, nature,
size and continuity. The geoglyphs depict living creatures, stylized
plants and imaginary beings, as well as geometric figures several
kilometres long. They are believed to have had ritual astronomical
functions.
